In thi3 part 
of the state good roads have been 
made possible by work "already per­
formed by ̂ a public spirited people. 
The people in the northern part of 
the state want the road fund ap­
portioned to each county, and mon­
ey disbursed by the board of super­
visors in.Qach county. T h e govern­
or is!; unalterably .opposed to a plan 
which arrticipates a large, bond is­
sue, having in mind it is claimed, 
a personal principle that it is 'in­
advisable to contemplate any large 
public proposition by indebtedness. 
If the proposition can be paid for 
"as we go", the governor believes, 
without inconvenience from - delay, 
it is better to do so.

The ques­
tion of ratifying th e amendment 
was submitter to the house of re­
presentative Saturday. The amend­
ment will press for a vote upon the 
issup as earlv as possible iii order 
to dispose of what generally is 
considered one of the most delicatn 
measures hefore the present as­
sembly. Bv introducing the mea­
sure in the house, the senate has 
been relieved of initial responsibil­
ity. If the ampndmcnt fails of rat­
ification in 'the lower house it will 
of course never reach the senate.

A fatal shooting by an insane 

man wounded two and killed one 
at Mapleton last Friday night, the 
fatal shot penetrating the body of 
Lawrence Murphy, a nephew of 
John Higgins, of Fonda. It was an 
unusually sad affair as Mr. Murphy 
was innocent of provoking trouble, 
was happily married and leaves two 
young children, causing endless suf­
fering by the wanton act of a dope 
fiend. The details of the shooting 
as lelated by Mr. Higgins who at­
tended the funeral are about as 
follows: Mr. Murphy was shot by a 
fellcw named Chapin, an irrespons­
ible dope fiend. Mr. Murphy was 
returning from a basket ball game 
at Mapleton, accompanied by three 
friends, when the three stopped on 
a street corner discussing the 
game. A stranger came up and in­
terfered with the conversation and 
was requested to go on his way. 
This enraged the fellow and he be­
gan shooting, killing Murphy and 
wounding two of his companions. 
Mr. Murphy was taken to th e hos­
pital at Sioux City, where he was 
given prompt surgical assistance in 
vain. The fatal bullet penitratcd 
the lung making a fearful wound. 
John Higgins received a telegram 
Saturday announcing the catas-
trophy, and departed Sunday noon 
for Salix to attend the " funeral 
which took place Tuesday morning. 
Lawrence Murphy at one time liv­
ed in Fonda when a small boy, lat­
er moving to Sioux City with his 
parents. He frequently visited Fon­
da and had many personal friends,. 
who learned of his untimely end 
with deep feeling.
